You shall not bow 
down to them or worship them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous 
God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth 
generation of those who hate me, but showing love to a thousand [ 
generations] of those who love me and keep my commandments.

Romans 12:6-8 - We have different gifts, according to the grace given us. If 
a man's gift is 1) prophesying, let him use it in proportion to his faith.  If it 
is 2) serving, let him serve; if it is 3) teaching, let him teach;  if it is 4) 
encouraging, let him encourage; if it is 5) contributing to the needs of 
others, let him give generously; if it is 6) leadership, let him govern 
diligently; if it is 7) showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully.

2 Cor.5:17-19 talks about this: 
 17.  Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has 
gone, the new has come!  
 18.  All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and 
gave us the ministry of reconciliation:  
 19.  that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting 
men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of 

reconciliation. 
 
On the 3rd day of Christmas my true love gave to me...Three French 
Hens  
 
The Three immovable pillars of the Christian life: 
 
1) Faith, 2) Hope, and 3) Love  
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1 Corinthians 13:13 - And now these three remain: faith, hope and love. 

But the greatest of these is love. 
 
On the 2nd day of Christmas my true love gave to me...Two Turtle 
Doves 
The Old and New Testaments,(covenants) which together bear witness to 
God’s self-revelation in history and the creation of a people to tell the Story 
of God to the world. 
 
Heb. 7:18- 22 
 18.  The former regulation is set aside because it was weak and useless  
 19.  (for the law made nothing perfect), and a better hope is introduced, 
by which we draw near to God.  
 20.  And it was not without an oath! Others became priests without any 
oath,  
 21.  but he became a priest with an oath when God said to him: "The Lord 
has sworn and will not change his mind: `You are a priest forever.'"  
 22.  Because of this oath, Jesus has become the guarantee of a better 
covenant.  
  
On the 1st day of Christmas my true love gave to me...A Partridge in 
a Pear Tree 
 
Jesus Christ, the Son of God!  
 
Heb. 7:18- 28 
 23.  Now there have been many of those priests, since death prevented 
them from continuing in office;  
 24.  but because Jesus lives forever, he has a permanent priesthood.  
 25.  Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God 
through him, because he always lives to intercede for them.  

 26.  Such a high priest meets our need--one who is holy, blameless, pure, 
set apart from sinners, exalted above the heavens.  
 27.  Unlike the other high priests, he does not need to offer sacrifices day 
after day, first for his own sins, and then for the sins of the people. He 
sacrificed for their sins once for all when he offered himself.  
 28.  For the law appoints as high priests men who are weak; but the oath, 
which came after the law, appointed the Son, who has been made perfect 
forever.
